 France is part of the United Nations, and has a permanent siege in it, alongside to 

China, the USA, the UK and Russia. 
 France is, with the UK, the only country which has territory all over the 3 oceans. 
 France is very famous for its gastronomy, whether it is cheese, wine or sausage!
